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Papacy’s Attitude towards the Hungarian Policy
Regarding Serbia 1195-1204 A.M

Abstract:

Papacy’s attitude in the Balkans has been characterized by a
twofold strategy depending on its interests and benefits. Due to its
immense influence on Hungary, the papacy allowed the
Hungarian expansion in Serbia whenever it suited its interests and
vice versa.

Evidently, the papacy has utilized the Serbian throne conflict
after the death of Stefan Nemanja. Soon a conflict over succession
arose between Stefan and Vulco, in which both sought foreign
support. Stefan turned to Bulgaria, especially after he was
expelled by Vulco from Raska. Whereas Vulco got help from
Emeric | of Hungary (1196-1204), who seized the opportunity to
interfere in the Serbian affairs in exchange for Vulco’s
subordination. Furthermore, Vulco sought Rome’s favor by
starting negotiations with Innocent 111 (1198-1216) and asking his
aid in regulating his estates.
