The Byzantine man did not differ from others, as he assumed
the existence of an upper world separate from his earthly
world, and increased his assumption that this world rules the
world and draws the destiny with his ability, so he gave him all
the meanings of sanctification, glorification and reverence, and
then there must be symbols or tools to communicate with this
The Alawite world embraced it for its beauty and was inspired
by its charm, and to ward off its dominance, and because this
sacred Alawite realm is overflowing with strength, power and
might, and possesses the reasons for prevention, giving, death
and revival, the Byzantine man, like others in the shrine,
believed as one of the issues of communication with the
cosmic spirit of this upper world begging for his kindness and
pleading for his mercy.

The Byzantine Empire abounds with many tombs of saints,
which qualified its spaces to be a stage for visits and
celebrations, until it became one of the social, religious and
cultural phenomena, with all its sacred dimensions.

The study came here, not to prove or deny the benefit of
visiting shrines, for the visitor to the shrine is neither an angel
nor an antagonist with a devil.

The study was intended only to be a sample of a pattern of
experiencing the past as a culture, which is a deep sympathy
that can result from the amazing effectiveness of a cultural
residue, which is the ancient culture inherited in its historical
continuity.

Finally, religion and the sacred will continue to exist, and they
are necessary for human existence itself, but it is certain that
the sacred in its encroachment destroys all the worldly
meanings of rational existence.
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
