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India’s Attitude towards Independence of the Naga
Tribes 1946-1963 AD

Abstract:

After its independence in August 1947, India sought to
build a strong and unified nation-state by integrating the tribal
communities living in northeastern India, including the Naga
tribes. The Naga Tribes are a group of tribes of Mongolian origin.
They have their own unique history and civilization which are
different from that of India. The Naga tribes resisted the Indian
endeavors to include them in the Indian Union, depending on the
legal right of self-determination on the basis of their "distinct"
ethnic identity and their "independent™” history. The Naga tribes
initially resorted to peaceful acts of protest, but, as repression
increased, they gradually took up arms to fight for independence.
The beginning of the crisis of the Naga tribes dates back to 1946
AD; as the Naga tribes felt worried about their political future.
Consequently, a group of educated people established the Naga
National Council to decide their fate after the British withdrawal
from India. So far, with the failure of the Indian army to suppress
the armed Naga movement, India was forced, in December 1963
AD, to include the Naga tribes in The Indian Union. The Naga
tribes became the state of Nagaland; the sixteenth (16) state of the
Indian Union.
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
